Improved Indexes in 2012 
 
In 2008, we made the switch for the Most Improved Golfer awards from a 1 year cycle to a 2 year cycle – 
we felt this was needed to truly recognize an improvement curve over an extended period.  However, for 
the newsletter, we want to continue to recognize improved handicap indexes during the current year. 
 
Nearly half of the Club members improved their index during 2012 (nearly 49% (38 of 78)).  Thirteen 
(13) players improved their index by 10% or more during 2012.  Both numbers are significant 
improvements from previous years.  Listed below are members who improved their index in 2012, their 
percentage improvement and index reduction (improvement by 10% or greater in bold print):

Jason Deen reduced his handicap index for a 5th straight year (2008-2012), while Gary Borge fell short of 
reducing his handicap index for a 6th straight year, which would have been a new CGC record for 
consecutive years of improved indexes.  Gary’s 5 year run (2007-2011) matches the previous consecutive 
5 year runs by Matt Gilchrist and Tom Haltom (1999-2003), Terry Barr and Mike Johnson (2004-2008).  
John Ireland fell short of reducing his handicap index for a 5th straight year, which would have tied the 
above players. 
 
With Jason and his wife just recently having triplets, Jason is not planning on rejoining the CGC in 2013 
(he will stay in touch with the group and hopefully will play as a guest on occasion), therefore his current 
streak will likely also end at 5.  The new current active leader in a continuous improvement curve will 
then fall to Vince Avila at 3 years (2010-2012) and counting.
